	Second Bank of the United States

Why would the D-R charter a new National Bank?
	20 year Charter for the first national bank had run out - economy suffered

· Charter - legal document giving rights to a company

· Economy suffered

· States bank loaning too much money

· Leads to too much spending and rise in prices (inflation)

· Loaned money - so controlled money supply
	

	The Tariff of 1816

Why would D-R demand a tariff?
	Problem - Foreign Competition

· War of 1812 and Embargo Act had blocked British goods

· American factories had grown rapidly

· New factories made textiles, smelted iron, etc.
	Merchants had invested in factories since could not ship

	
	After War, British seek to sell goods in America

· British  goods are cheaper
·  Factories are well established 
· Use their cheaper prices to drive their American competitors out of business

· Dumping - selling goods in another country below your cost to ruin your competition
	

	
	British dumping caused dozens of New England businesses to fail

· Factory owners turn to Congress for help

· Demand tariffs to raise price of foreign goods
