· 35-years- old

· 14 year resident of the U. S.

· after that, set by law

· Commander in Chief

· grant reprieves and pardons

2. Treaties and Appointments

· Has the power to make treaties and appointments with the Advice  and Consent  of  the Senate
· For a treaty the approval must be by a 2/3rds vote

· For appointment votes must only be a majority

· in extra-ordinary circumstances – convene both houses of Congress or adjourn them
· receive ambassadors
· execute laws
· commission all officers
