	William Lloyd Garrison - 

· launched an abolitionist newspaper called the Liberator and founded the American Anti-Slavery Society

Sarah and Angelina Grimke - 

· daughters of a South Carolina slaveholder

John Quincy Adams

· Former president

· Now in Congress - read anti-slavery petitions on floor of House

· Argued in Supreme Court to  free slaves who had rebelled on a slave ship The Amistad

David Walker -

· published pamphlet encouraging enslaved people to rebel
Frederick Douglas - 

· An escaped slave

· most powerful speaker for abolition

· Started his own anti-slavery newspaper The North Star

	The Underground Railroad
	· Harriet Tubman - 

an escaped slave

· Levi Coffin - Pennsylvania Quaker
	· Neither underground nor a railroad

· Network of people who secretly helped escaped slaves reach freedom

· Conductors led slaves from one station to another

· Famous conductors

· Levi Coffin - assisted more than 3,000

· Harriet Tubman - an escaped slave herself escorted more than 300 and had $40,000 reward out for her

· Stations could be homes, churches, or even caves

· Total escaped - 50,000

· Keep wages
· Seneca Falls Convention - 

· 300 leaders attend, including William Lloyd Garrison and Frederick Douglas

· wrote a Declaration of Sentiments modeled on the Declaration of Independence

· In 1869 - found National Woman's Suffrage Association
