	What happens if no one gets 270 votes?
	The votes will go to Congress. There each state will get only one vote,
which is unfair to the large states, as all the people of Texas of California will only get the same vote as the people in Montana.

	Can a president win the popular vote but lose the election?
	Yes.
With the states that the candidate wins, the candidate gets huge majorities, but in the states that he or she loses he or she barely loses, 49% or so, and he or she barely loses some really big states.

So in California, if the candidate had 48% of the vote, the candidate loses and loses all 55 electoral votes.
