	· Fugitive Slave Law

· Special government officials can arrest anyone  accused of being a runaway slave
·  no right to trial if falsely accused

· The slave holder or any white witness cans swear that the suspect is the slaveholder's property

· Northern citizens required to help in captures 

· Outrage in the North

· Fugitive Slave Law most controversial part of Compromise - Northerners vow to resist it

· Northerners outraged to see people accused

· Man in Indiana taken from wife and kids accused of having escaped 19 years!! earlier

· Wealthy African American tailor captured and taken into slavery after living in New York for years

· Friends raise money to buy his freedom

· Thousand flee to Canada, including many who had never been slaves

· Residents of many cities band together to resist

· Bostonians threaten two white Georgian slave catchers with harm if they do not leave right away

· A group rescues a runaway and sends him to Canada

· When leaders of this mob are arrested, a jury refuses to convict them

· Calhoun had hoped the law would force Northerners to acknowledge rights of slaveholders

· Instead it convinces Northerners slavery is evil
