	Election of 1860 pp. 499-500


	· Republicans chose Abraham Lincoln
· Criticisms of slavery during debates with Douglas had made him very popular in North

· Democrats split

· South Democrats chose - John Breckenridge

· Wanted to fight for slavery in the territories

· North Democrats chose - Stephen Douglas

· Wanted to stay with popular sovereignty (even though Supreme Court had said slavery couldn't be banned!)

· Constitutional Union Party formed - chose John Bell
· Wanted to just keep Union together and try to protect slavery

· Douglas was sure Lincoln would win

· Believed Democrats must try to keep Union together

· Pleaded with South to stay in Union

· Often pelted with eggs and rotten fruit in South

· Election showed fragmentation

· Lincoln won every free states

· 40% of popular

· but 59% of electoral

· Breckenridge won all but 4 slave states

· Bell won border states - Kentucky, Tennessee, and Virginia

· Douglas won only Missouri


	

	Southern States Secede pp. 500-501


	· South shocked by Lincoln's election
· Had no voice in national government

· Both President and Congress now set against them

· Virginia newspaper - " . .  party founded on . . . the hatred of African slavery. The honor, safety, and independence of the Southern people are to be found only in a Southern Confederacy."

· South Carolina secedes first

· Legislature holds special convention as soon as gets news of Lincoln's election

· Declares union with other states dissolved on Dec 20th

· Six more states follow South Carolina, but not all in favor

· Tennessee senator Andrew Johnson

· Texas founder Sam Houston

· But moderates are hardly heard

· Form Confederate States of America in February

· Seven states

· Wrote constitution

· Chose Jefferson Davis as President
	ADD - Lincoln had won without one southern state
ADD - Johnson will become Lincoln's next VP



	Fort Sumter  pp. 501-503

	· Lincoln's Inaugural
· Assured southern states he meant them no harm  - "I have no purpose . . . to interfere with the institution of slavery  where it exists."

· South rejects assurances of friendship
· Took over federal property - forts, post offices
· Lincoln had to decide what to do about this

· Lincoln's most urgent problem - Fort Sumter

· Charleston, South Carolina

· Commander would not surrender

· South Carolina will starve them into surrender

· Cut off from supplies since December

· Lincoln does not want to give up fort

· Feared sending troops would cause other Southern states to secede

· Announced he would send supplies but the ships would have no troops or guns

· Confederate leaders the decide to strike first, while fort still isolated
· Open fire on fort on April 12, 1861

· Surrender 34 hours later
	Add - Lincoln has forced them to fire first! Brilliant move!
