	· Still balance of free and slave states in Union

· Four new slave states and four new free states

· but land gained from war with Mexico is Southern


	

	The Wilmot Proviso


	· Missouri Compromise does not apply to new territory gained from Mexican War

· Will it be slave?

· Northerners who want to stop slavery upset

· Wilmot Proviso

· Fears South will gain power 

· Proposes ban on slavery in all land gained from  War with Mexico

· Passes in House, fails in balance Senate

· Never becomes law but scares South

· Seen as North attacking slavery
	

	An Anti-slavery Party - The Free-Soil Party


	· New party starts due to fight over Wilmot Proviso

· Neither Democrats or Whigs took a stand on slavery

· Both wanted support from the North and South

· New solution proposed - popular sovereignty

· Let people in each new territory decide for themselves - Not Congress!

· Proposed by Democratic candidate Lewis Cass of Michigan

· Free-Soil Party

· Some Whigs and Democrats want a stronger stand - 

· Anti-slavery people join forces for new party

·  Goal -  all land from War with Mexico free

· Do poorly in election

· But take votes from Democrats, Whig wins

	

	A Bitter Debate (Just first three paragraphs)


	· Due to Gold Rush, California soon had enough people to become a state
· if free state - upset the balance in the Senate
· North and South fight about whether it should be free or slave

· Northerners - free because north Missouri Compromise line

· South -

·  if free states have majority in the Senate won't be able to stop anti-slavery bills

· begin to threaten to secede

· Other issues divided the North and South, too

· North - want slave trade out of Washington, D.C.

· South - want a law to force Northerners to catch and return runaway slaves (fugitive slaves)

· popular sovereignty votes in each territory would decide if other  territories in land gained from Mexico became free or slave

· Southerners would get a tough new fugitive slave law
