	· Hamilton wanted to prove to people in the U.S. and abroad that the United St6ates would honor its debts in full
· Might need investors in future
	

	Describe how the U.S. establishes itself in relation to the French Revolution. p. 295


	· In the beginning – U.S. supports revolutionaries
· Following our lead

· 1789 – ADD – Just as Washington is being elected

· Started to get controversial -By 1793 had become violent

· Called the Reign of Terror

· Executed 17,000 people, including the king and queen

· Federalists – blood-thirsty mobs

· D-R – fight for freedom – some injustices expected

· By 1793 – Britain and France at war

· Washington said we needed to be neutral

· Neutral –  not favoring either side

· U.S. wants to trade with both side

· Neither side saw this as neutral! - Trade with my enemy supports my enemy!

· Both stop and seize U.S. merchant ships

	· France and Britain at war

· U.S. wants to trade with both 

· Neither side saw this as neutral!

· Trade with my enemy supports my enemy!

· Both stop and seize U.S. merchant ships
· British also impressing American sailors

· Seize sailors from merchant ships and force them to serve in British navy

· Some were actually runaway British sailors

· Many Americans

· Hamilton says we need to be friendly with Britain – as our prosperity depends on trade

· 75% - of U.S. exports purchased by Britain

· 90% - imports from Britain

· Washington agrees with Hamilton – will work to repair relations

· Sends John Jay

· Former British ambassador, current Chief Justice

· Jefferson, Sec of State,  supported France

· Jay Treaty
· U.S. will pay debts

· Britain will 
· pay for seized ships

· withdraw troops from forts

· stop aiding Natives

· Britain will not - 

·  Admit right to trade with France

· stop impressing soldiers

· Reactions

· D-R – gave too much, got too little

· Kept peace
· Federalist Senate approves treaty
	

	Describe how the U.S. establishes its relationship with Spain along the border it shares. p. 314 The Nation Looks West


	· Westward settlement sped up
· By 1800 – 1 million people between Appalachians and Mississippi River

· Mississippi River needed for transportation

· Most settlers are farmers

· Few roads

· Ships goods down Mississippi to new Orleans

· At New Orleans, load goods on ocean ships to carry then to East coast

· Pinckney Treaty

· Spain controls Mississippi and port of New Orleans

· Several times threaten to prevent U.S. from using port

· U.S. negotiates treaty in 1795

· Guarantees right to use river and port

· Works until  . . . 1801

· Spain secretly gives port to France – due to war in Europe

· Along with rest of Louisiana

· Fear – Napoleon will try to make France dominant in America

· Napoleon is conquering other countries in Europe

· If he blocks New Orleans, he will block expansion
