	· Reasons for repaying the debt -  Hamilton says -
· Prove we will honor our debts

· People will invest again in the future

· Southerners opposed

· Had already repaid their debts

· Think others should, too

· Agreement reached - Compromise

· Southerners will support repaying 
· New Capital will be built in the South, between VA and ML
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	Add - like if you lend money to a friend and he pays it back, you will be will to lend to him again in the future.

	Describe how a rebellion rises and how it is handled. p. 287 The Whiskey Rebellion 


	· Cause - Tax on whiskey made and sold in U.S.
· Will raise money - says Hamilton

· Causes a revolt that tests the nation's strength

· Reason upset -
· Who Backcountry farmers converting corn into whiskey for extra money by (subsistence farmers)
· Compare it to hated taxes of British 

· organize protest, refuse to pay

· "Rebellion"  - When try to collect 

· Burn home of a tax collector

· Mob marches through Pittsburg

· Washington - had to prevent challenge to new government's authority

· 13,000 troops sent (ADD - led by Hamilton!)
· Protestors scatter

· Washington pardoned the only two caught 
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Whiskey Rebellion

	Describe how conflict arises with Native Americans and how it is handled. p. 294-5 Conflicts in the Northwest Territory 


	· British had never pulled out of forts in Northwest Territories
· Had promised to in a reasonable amount of time

· Provide Natives with guns and ammo to limit American settlement

· Natives want to keep land

· Attack American settlements

· Different Native groups join together

· American Government tries to buy the land

· Successful in Kentucky and Tennessee

· Refuse to sell in Northwest Territories

· American troops sent to stop attacks defeated - 1790, again in 1791

· Shawnee leaders Little Turtle and Blue Jacket

· In 1791 - killed 900 American soldiers - worst defeat to Native forces ever

· Third force sent - led by "Mad" Anthony Wayne

· Wins a major victory

· Battle of Fallen Timbers - fought where fallen trees from storm covered ground, as had thought this would hurt Americans

· Treaty signed - Treaty of Grenville

· Broke hold of Native in Northwest

· Gave up land from Ohio River to Lake Erie
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	British getting Fur!

	Describe how conflict between the Federalists and Republicans deepens with Washington gone and how is handled. pp. 298-300  The Alien and Sedition Acts


	· Split between Federalists and Democratic - Republicans deepened
· Federalist call for war against France

· Fear of revolutionary France (violence) turns to mistrust immigrants

· Immigrants back Democratic-Republicans

· To restore order - Federalists decide to attack opponents

· Acts to attack immigrants (Aliens)

· Acts to attack Republicans (sedition)

· Alien Acts

· Alien = immigrant

· Increase time to become a citizen from 5 to 14 years (so can't vote)

· President can deport any alien he thinks is "dangerous"

· Sedition Acts - Harshest law ever passed against free speech!

· Crime to publish anything insulting or false about president, Congress, or government in general!

· 10 people convicted - Republican editors and printers

ADD - Democratic-Republicans can't stop these acts

· Federalists have majority in both house of Congress
· President (Adams) is Federalist
· Judges all appointed and approved by Federalists
How protest then? - 

· Virginia Resolution - Written by Jefferson and Madison
· State Legislatures nullify federal laws

·  Nullify - refuse to obey
· Democratic Republicans take over House, Senate, and Presidency (Jefferson) in next election
John Adams - XYZ and Alien and Sedition
