	the ceremony in which the president takes the oath of office

	The President's Cabinet
	Heads of the departments of the executive branch
· Congress creates departments
· President appoints heads 

	Who is in the first cabinet?
	· Secretary of the Treasury - Alexander Hamilton   ( an economic genius)

· Secretary of State - Thomas Jefferson (had been ambassador to France and was very popular due to having written the Declaration)

· Secretary of War - Henry Knox (former general under Washington)

· Attorney General - Edmund Randolph (from Constitutional Convention)

	Hamilton's Financial Plan
	First job the executive branch takes on - to solve financial crisis

3 parts

· National government will pay back all war debts, even state debts

· A tariff - a tax on imported goods to raise money

· National government starts a national bank

	Most power should be in state and local

	
	Focus on Industry
	Focus on Farming and traditional craftsmanship

	
	Followers - Merchants, property owners, ordinary workers
	Followers - southern planters, northern farmers, artisans

	
	Said Republicans supported mobs and riots!!
	Said Federalists were monarchists!!

	
	Supported a national bank – loose construction
	Opposed the national bank – strict construction

	
	Supported the tax on imported goods - the tariff 
	Opposed tax on imported goods - the tariffs

	
	Favor close ties with Britain (who has gone to war against France)
	Favor supporting the French, as they helped us in our revolution

	Debate over National Bank = Debate over interpreting the Constitution

Strict? or

Loose?
	· Opponents says Bank is unconstitutional - not a power given to national government

· Debate over how to interpret Constitution

· Strict interpretation -Only those powers specifically given

· Loose interpretation - Also powers that are "necessary and proper" for fulfilling stated duties (Article 1 Section 8 - "The Necessary and Proper Clause"/ Elastic)



	Importance of Marbury v. Madison
	·  first statement of Courts power of judicial review
· power of Supreme Court to declare things unconstitutional

· Supreme Courts power to review cases comes right from the Constitution

· not from the Act of Congress that sets up the courts



	Judicial Review
	power of Supreme Court to declare things unconstitutional

	What was the focus of the first major Supreme Court Decisions?
	· promoting national economic growth and power of federal government 

· All judges were appointed by federalists -

· Rule for life

	Importance of  McCulloch v Maryland
	· States had no power to interfere with federal institutions

· state cannot pass a law that violates a federal law

· State of Maryland can't tax on the National Bank

· tax was a powerful interference - "power to tax was power to destroy"

	Importance of Dartmouth College v Woodward
	· Federal Government (Constitution) protects all private contracts 

· governments cannot alter private contracts

· State of New Hampshire cannot alter the college charter



	Importance of Gibbons v Ogden
	· only the federal government can regulate interstate commerce

· Interstate commerce - trade between states

· so rights to carry passengers across Hudson River between New York and New Jersey can't be given by either state
