	Why repay debt as a nation?
	· Prove we will honor our debts

· People and other nations will invest again in the future



	Who opposes repaying debt as a nation and why?
	Southerners opposed

· Had already repaid their debts

· A minority – 

· Few Southern states, so minority in Senate

· Southern population low so minority in House



	How protest?
	· Threaten to leave the union

	How is conflict over repaying the debt handled?
	Compromise

· New Capital will be built in the South, between VA and ML

	
	

	Why was Whiskey Tax unfair? Who opposes it?
	Backcountry farmers  - subsistence farmers

· converting corn into whiskey for supplies/ extra money 

· Minority
· Too few to have impact on any election

· Often do not come down out of mountains to vote

	How protest?
	· Burn home of a tax collector

· Mob marches through Pittsburg

	How is “rebellion” over Whiskey Tax handled?
	· 13,000 troops sent - led by Hamilton!)

· Protestors scatter

· Washington pardoned the only two caught 

	
	

	Why are Native Americans upset?
	· Native refuse to sell land in Ohio to U.S. government
· Settlers are coming anyway

· Natives are minority – have no vote in Congress

	How do Natives handle their upset?
	· Attack American settlements, using guns provided by British

· British also want to slow American settlement to continue getting beaver fur

· Different Native groups join together

	How is conflict with Native Americans handled?
	Military force – 

· American forces are sent
· After two defeats, one that was the worst in history against the Natives, a new general “Mad” Anthony Wayne has a victory at battle of Fallen Timbers

Signs treaty – Treaty of Grenville gives up much of land of Ohio

	
	

	Define alien.
	An immigrant

	Defied sedition.
	An act design to overthrow a government

	What conflict is addressed by the Alien and Sedition Acts?
	Conflict between the two political parties

· The Federalists – who control the Presidency, the Senate, the House, and the Judicial Branch

· The Republicans - who are a minority, but only by a small amount

	How are these acts related to the conflict?
	The Acts attack the two threats to the party in power – the Federalists

· The Democratic-Republican newspapers

· The Immigrants – who are joining the Democratic-Republicans 

	How do these acts address the conflict?
	Alien Acts

· Increase time to become a citizen from 5 to 14 years (so can't vote)

· President can deport any alien he thinks is "dangerous"

Sedition Acts

· Crime to publish anything insulting or false about president, Congress, or government in general!

	Relate paying back our war debt is tied to establishing our place in the world. 
	· prove to people in the U.S. and abroad that the United St6ates would honor its debts in full

· Might need investors in future

	
	

	What position did the U.S. take on the French Revolution at first? Why?
	· U.S. supports revolutionaries

· Following our lead – fighting for democracy against a king



	Why did the position on the French Revolution change?
	· After 4 years , had become violent - Called the Reign of Terror

· Executed 17,000 noblemen, including the king and queen

· Federalists said revolutionaries were blood-thirsty mobs

	
	

	What position did the U.S. take on the war between Britain and France? 
	· Washington said we needed to be neutral

· Neutral –  



	Define neutral.
	· not favoring either side

	How did Britain and France feel about this position?
	· U.S. wants to trade with both side

· Neither side saw this as neutral! - Trade with my enemy supports my enemy!

· Both stop and seize U.S. merchant ships

	
	

	Why did the U.S. seek a treaty with Great Britain?
	British are
· Seizing U.S. merchant ships trading with France

· Impressing American soldiers.

	Define impressment
	· Forcing the American sailors to serve on British navy ships

	What was the name of the treaty with Britain and what did it state? 
	· Jay Treaty – as negotiated by John Jay

· U.S. will pay debts and Britain will 

· pay for seized ships

· withdraw troops from forts

· stop aiding Natives

· Britain will not - 

·  Admit right to trade with France
· stop impressing soldiers

	Why would Britain give the U.S. this treaty?
	· Busy with war with France

· Shows respect to U.S., even if do not intend to follow it

	
	

	Why did the U.S. seek a treaty with Spain?
	· 1 million people between Appalachians and Mississippi River – most are farmers

· Mississippi River needed for transportation

· Few roads, can’t carry over mountains

· Ships goods down Mississippi to New Orleans

· At New Orleans, transfer goods from river barges to ocean ships

· carry then to East coast

· Spain controls port of New Orleans 

· threaten to prevent U.S. from using port

	What was the name of the treaty with Spain and what did it state?
	· Pinckney Treaty

· U.S. negotiates treaty in 1795

· Guarantees right to use river and port

	Why would Spain give us this treaty?
	· Busy with war with France

· Afraid we might try to take the port with our army
