p. 404 -405
	Slave and Free States

· 1819 - 11 free states and 11 slave states

· Missouri seeking admission as slave state

· Northerners against Missouri being slave

· Upset balance in Senate

· Make the South more powerful than the North

· Proposal 

· If admitted as slave

· No more slave states ever admitted

· Proposal Fails

· Passes in House but Fails in Senate

· Southerners fear slavery is threatened

	The Missouri Compromise


	· Maine then applies to be admitted as free

· Admission of both will preserve balance

· Henry Clay proposes compromise

· Maine free, Missouri slave

· Louisiana Territory north of southern border of Missouri would be free

· Slave owners could pursue escaped slaves into free regions

	A Continuing Problem


	· Reveals sectional division

· Southerners unhappy - Congress believes it can make laws regarding slavery

· Northerners angry - slavery allowed to expand

· Jefferson alarmed

· Saw issues raised by compromise would tear the nation apart
