Instructions for Creating Timeline for
Establishing Our Government and Our Place in the World
We will be taking our DBQ test on Establishing Our Place in the World next Tuesday, to allow you some nights at home to study, we will use the summaries and images we have created to review each topic o make a timeline.  It is a grade level concept expectation for you to demonstrate the ability to create a timeline, and as these events were not presented in chronological order this will be a good opportunity. Make sure that you realize that this is not busy work but a serious grade comparable in points to your test grade. Pay attention to the grading sheet. I will grade on those aspects of your timeline, not whether it is “pretty.”

Examine the timeline above. We will work horizontally, as we do not have ceilings high enough to display such large timeline s vertically.  Pay attention to the following;

· Title

· Evenly spaced intervals

· Clearly marked intervals

· Clear alignment of event to date

· No confusion in crowded areas 

· A standard format for each event set up and maintained

If you have a complete set of summaries and images, we will assign you to a group of 5 or 6. If not, you will create a timeline on your own. If you are absent for either day of creation, you will need to do your own timeline.
See back of this sheet for procedure checklist.

Please note - Participation will be graded – All members are actively engaged, pace of work is swift and members are watching the clock, checklist is being used. 5 points.

Procedure – Put your own red check over the check before the item below when you have completed each step.
· Examine the sketch of a timeline done on the Smartboard. Examine the sample timeline on the front of this sheet.
· Examine the grading sheet provided.
· Meet with your group, and using the chart provided, go through the topics and choose the strongest summary and image, recoding the person’s name for each and placing the chosen sheet in the folder you are given.

· Get the paper for the timeline. We have cut them 12 feet long.

· Cut out all the summaries and images and sort them

· Establishing our Government in one pile. Establishing Our Place in the World in another pile.

· Now put each pile in order by date.

· Decide the end dates of your timeline. 
· The first date should be a clear interval before your first event and the last date a clear interval after your last. 

· So for instance if the first event on a timeline was 2007, the timeline might start at 2005 and have intervals marked every five years.


· Decide how long the interval for each year should be by taking the overall length of the paper, which is 12 feet or 144 inches, and dividing by the number of years between the end dates you chose in the previous step. 

· So for instance if you had 144 inches and were doing 50 years. 144/50=2.88 inches per year. 

· So you would want to make every year 2 or 2 ½ inches.
· WORKING IN PENCIL!!! Draw the line down the middle of the sheet, as you will be placing one set of events above it and one set of events below it.

· WORKING IN PENCIL!!! Mark the beginning date, measure out each year interval, and mark it with a hash mark.

· Decide when you will mark an interval? Every 5 years? Every 10 years? 

· WORKING IN PENCIL!!! Label each interval in a simple way that will not interfere with events. So your labels should be clear and large enough to be seen but not in the way or distracting.

· Behave like you are creating a graph in math.
· Get your pencil plan approved by the teacher.

· When your timeline is approved, blacken your line and intervals with a Sharpie.

· Lay out the summary boxes at the correct date, planning a clear alignment with the date. Remember to lay events for Establishing Our Government on one side of the line and those for Establishing Our Place in the World on the other.

· If there is more than one event at a date, find a clear method that you will use in each situation like this, keeping in mind the grading sheet standards:
· Possibly use ladder or fan technique
· Does not use - long, bending, curving, crossing lines

· Events that took place over a span of years can indicated by a continuous bar along those dates out of the way (above or below?) individual events. 

· Place the image box for each event along the edge of the timeline (either above or below) aligned with its summary box.
· In space you can now see is available, label each side of your timeline boldly so as to be clearly seen by your viewer:

· “Establishing Our Government” on one side of the line 

· “Establishing Our Place in the World” on the other.

· These will serve as our title. You do not need to title it “Timeline,” as it is not a tomato, but obviously a timeline!
· Sharpie in your titles.
· In any remaining time, you may discuss appropriate, minimal decoration for a graphic piece of data.
Participation will be graded – All members are actively engaged, pace of work is swift and members are watching the clock, checklist is being used. 5 points.
